QUESTION 5

2 Kings 8:3-5 New Living Translation

4 As she came in, the king was talking with Gehazi, the servant of the man of
God. The king had just said, “Tell me some stories about the great things Elisha has done.” 5 And Gehazi was
telling the king about the time Elisha had brought a boy back to life. At that very moment, the mother of the
boy walked in to make her appeal to the king about her house and land.
